I am going to carry out my research resorting to different materials that will range from poems, extracts from literary criticism texts, images and o the procedures of textual analysis to gather a corpus of data sufficient to investigate the question representing the focus of my work --->make the materials and the procedures of investigation clear

I will use the previous resources because I consider the relationship between texts and the theory that animated the poets strictly connected in view of a fuller understanding of the possible differences and similarities between the literary  output of the two phases of poetry development

Introduction

In the course of the present school year I had the opportunity to come across different poems that are considered Romantic and I was taught that in English Romanticism students and readers can come across poems of two sorts: compositions classified as poems of the First Generation of Romanticism and poetical texts belonging to the so called Second Generation.

The classification is generally based on chronological criteria: the first generation is generally the one referring to the works of William Wordsworth and Samuel Taylor Coleridge, while the second generation includes poets like Percy Bysshe Shelley, John J Keats and  Lord Byron.

The two Generations are representative of two different moods and needs and also show different political attitudes connected to the historical moments during which they operated.

For this reason not only some of their poems will be taken into consideration and analysed, but also extracts from their literary criticism books will be used in order to better put the object of my investigation into focus.
In the specific I will start my research from the analysis of the points mentioned in the abstract in the poems of each representative of the different generations, on a second moment I will focus my attention on the same areas but on their literary criticism extracts, in order to detect if what they declared in their criticism found a coherent and consistent rendering in their poetic expression.

In the end a comparison of the results will put me in the position to draw a conclusion about my initial research question.
