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Richardson, in his work, describes one aspect of the middle class, as a matter of fact he narrates what a companion girl does in her lady's house. So he describes the way in which people live in town. He uses the epistolary form of novel to create a kind of introspection of Pamela's personality. He creates Pamela's character following puritan spirit. In his work he criticizes puritan spirit of the age. As a matter of fact Pamela only seems a puritan girl, but she really moves herself from puritan spirit because no puritan speaks to someone about what she writes in her letters to her family. 
Defoe, in his work Robinson Crusoe , describes another aspect of the middle class. As a matter of fact it narrates Robinson's adventure: Robinson is a merchant that lives more years on a island because of many shipwrecks. Defoe wrote an adventure novel to do a comparison of two cultures and to exalt English culture. As a matter of fact, Defoe narrates that when Robinson was on an island he relates himself with a cannibal man, and he compares his culture to cannibal's man culture. Defoe, in his work,  also exalts English culture because narrates that Robinson teaches to Friday to follow his religion and to speak his language.
Fielding, in Tom Jones, using a particular narrator technique because he, describing spaces, describes also some personalities. As a matter of fact in the extract that we have analyzed fielding uses the space that surrounds characters to compare more personalities: Partridge's personality and Tom Jones' personality. The narrator is an omniscient third singular person narrator so it helps to convey the way in which Fielding considers certain types of people.
