OBAMA’S SPEECH

Obama's speech has some important feature that make it more easy to understand.

One of these is the way he refers to American people and to himself. As a matter of fact he underlines the role of people. Another important point is the use of the pronoun "we": the president consider himself as a person who contributes to the creation of a new America.

What is important to notice is the linguistic register. As a matter of fact there are the use of anaphors (in order to better understand the speech). 
Moreover we can notice the use of a simple languages which permits people to understand his message. 

The logical structure is organized in sequences that are strictly connected with the previous ones. 

Obama continues his speech making some refering to this period characterized by crisis, war, economy, job.
Another aspect is the sense of religious that Obama has (“the God-given promise”).

Obama said that America is their future and the future of America is their, so they must work hard to create a better nation: they are able to do it (“All this we can do. All this we will do.”).

The president knows Americans’ potentialities.

Is important to notice when Obama talks about Americans’ future and he talks also about past: fascism and communism are aspects that characterise all people’s past, but America now need a better future.
Another important characteristic of his speech is its cyclic structure. As a matter of fact he starts speaking about the labour of the predecessors (we can understand that he refers to the past). At the final part of his speech the President imagines what he wants the "children of his children" to say about this generation (she refers to the future). American people will face the future with courage.
