ANALYSIS “HISTORY OF THE UNKNOWN SOLDIER” 
The text I’m going to analyse is composed of an imagine and a written test. 

From the title the reader expects to explore the unknown soldier’s history and cult. The reader could read about the First World War, soldiers, life during the war, families and bounds between men in war and their families. 

The first thing that leap out to the reader is the imagine at the beginning of the text. The imagine represents a couple of a young girl and boy holding hand. The scenery is a monument of the unknown soldier where the reader can read the following sentence “Here rests in honored glory an American soldier known but to God”. The sentence summarize why people, after the end of the War, decided to build a monument to commemorate all the dead soldiers during the First World War. 

The written text is divided in four sequences.

In the first sequence the reader can understand the day in America is celebrated the Veteran Day (11 November) since 1921, a year after United Kingdom and France first commemoration of all the dead and alive soldiers who fought in war. At the beginning the commemoration started in Arlington with the burial of an anonymous World War I soldier at the Tomb of the Unknowns in 1921. 

The second sequence makes a historical recall of the tradition to honor unknown soldiers. The reader can know that the first known ceremony to honor unknown soldiers dates back to the Peloponnesian Wars in ancient Greece, where an empty stretcher was carried in tribute to the dead. Before Armistice Day in 1921, one of the earliest such commemorations in the U.S. was a granite sarcophagus dedicated in 1866 at Arlington in remembrance of the unidentified soldiers who died in the U.S. Civil War. 

From this information the reader can understand that the ritual that consist in honor an unknown soldier is very ancient and comes from the Greeks. 

The third sequence explains the reader how, when and where the unknown soldier were chosen. The soldier buried in Arlington was chosen between four bodies that previous interred in France. 
Once the caskets were exhumed a decorated officer arbitrarily chose one of the four. The coffin lies in a tomb adorned with the phrase, "Here rests in honored glory an American soldier known but to God." In subsequent wars a solitary unidentified soldier was selected to be honored with an Arlington burial. Other nations have also adopted the ceremony. 

From this information the reader can understand that the ritual of the unknown soldier is a tradition of all the cultures and countries used as a memorial of all the men who fought and died in war for their country, rights and families. 

The fourth sequence focused on the activities that who found dead bodies did to identify them. The Pentagon used documents and personal effects to identify dead bodies. But with the advent of DNA testing in the 1980s and '90s, the tradition of burying an unknown soldier has begun to decline. Most soldiers around the world are now identified with the DNA technique. Although military personnel put their lives at risk for their countries, this requirement, at least, can provide closure to families who might otherwise never be able to lay their loved ones to rest. 

From this text the reader can make an idea of all the aspects that concern the Unknown soldier: the origins of this tradition, first monuments of the unknown soldiers, countries that have this type of tradition, how the body was chosen and how bodies where identify. 

The lexicon used in the text isn’t complicated, it’s fluent, easy, historical and narrative. From this notion the reader can understand that the writer wanted to give piece of informations to the reader about the unknown soldier and the tradition of this ritual.
