In England, for the hundredth anniversary of the proclamation of the First World War (1914-2014), the government invited all the English citizens to write a letter to the Unknown Soldier and send it to Paddington Station in London where there’s the Unknown soldier’s statue. The soldier received lots of letters from people of all ages and professions. 

A memorial is a monument, building or other form of remember an important event for a Nation or history, to remember the dead men in a specific war and what they did for the people that today are alive. 

I think that the letter as a memorial is a particular way to remember what happened lots of years ago. 

In writing a letter, the writer has to bring some of his time and dedicate it to someone he or she didn’t ever meet and was died lots year before. This person has to dig in his or her mind and thoughts, and reflect about the war, the death, the difficulties met by the soldiers behind the trenches and what they had to see, live or support in those horrible situation.
