With reference to the texts you read so far, discuss the idea of the ritual of the Unknown Warrior and the idea of war that come to life and say if and how they somehow promote peace or not.

In the present text I’m going to discuss the idea of the Unknown Warrior’s ritual and of war that comes to life by the texts I’ve read so far.

There are different categories between the texts: articles, informative texts and the novel “The Unknown Warrior”. All the texts convey a message of celebration of the Unknown Warrior but peace isn’t promoted in all of them, and not directly.
For example analyzing the texts that deal with the British Unknown soldier the reader understands it is a sort of campaign, a way to unify the Nation and to justify thousands of fallen making them heroes. As a consequence people who had lost someone during the war identify in the Unknown Soldier the dead one and create a bond with him and with all the other people who have lost someone. Therefore this escabotage makes the sacrifice of an entire generation a country’s need, putting aside all the problems due to war.   
In opposition with this positive point of view there is also a negative idea of war. 
An example is the text “remembrance and memorial” where there are both two point of view: 
at the beginning there is government’s point of view, but at the end the speaking voice exploits 

the consequence of war, the illusion makes by government about war. People believed that fighting was a great action for the country. The reality was different: soldiers at the front understood the difficulties of front life and the cruelty of the war. As a consequence who didn’t fall in the “government’s trap” considered war as a negative thing.
In conclusion the texts promote both point of view, according to government or to war veterans.
