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EXERCISE 1 EXPLAIN the difference between the title of “queen” and that of “empress”. 

The main difference is the place where they exercise their power: the queen on the kingdom and the empress on the empire. Therefore, the empress has a higher rank of action as because an empire consists of multiple countries, cultures, languages, religions,…
EXERCISE 2 LOOK at picture 1.

1. What might it suggest to someone living in Victorian Britain about the British Empire?

As mentioned in the previous question, an empire includes various cultures and nationalities and this is expressed in the figure of the black man, who hands the Bible to the empress;
2. Queen Victoria is presenting the Bible to the man kneeling in front of her. What does this symbolise?

Probably this action symbolizes the influence that the English culture had to have about other cultures that were included in the empire, such as widening their religion to other peoples.
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EXERCISE 1 DISCUSS how having a vaste empire might have affected British life.

As can be seen going to England nowadays, it is one of the countries, after America, which encompasses in its area more cultures, religions, colors, etc. British people can not be placed in a precise line together because, over the centuries, they have been influenced by all the other countries.
EXERCISE 3 ANSWER the following questions about British imperial trading routes.

1) How did Britain develop its imperial expansion?

Britain developed its imperial expansion thanks to its domination of the seas; 
2) What trading posts were important as gateways to the East?

In the Gulf of Guinea, on the western coast of Africa, there was Cape of Good Hope, in Malaysia the Strait of Malacca, with the city of Hong Kong Britain could influence in the “Middle Kingdom” and the Falkland Islands in the Pacific.
3) Why did interests in the Mediterranean develop?

Interests in the Mediterranean increased with the opening of the Suez Canal in 1869, which reduced the costs of travelling to India.
4) What else helped spread British influence?
The development of British was made stronger by the acquisition of Cyprus, the military occupation of Egypt in 1882 and the establishment of protectorates in Aden and British Somalia.
