
The purpose of the present text is to analyse liceo Albert Einstein’s disciplinary rules from article 76 to article 96.
First of all, it’s a regulative text organized in sections. Each section is made by a series of articles with the same topic as the title of the section. 
The text is addressed to students and teachers and it’s written by the “consiglio d’istituto”. However the articles are written impersonally, so the addressor is not perceived.
Its objective is to declare the rights of every member of the school, the rules they have to follow and the punishment for the ones who don’t respect them.
In particular, the articles I’ve taken into consideration are about those punishments. They list a series of dangerous, disrespectful or illegal behaviors and a punishment for each of them.
The articles can be divided in five parts: first there are articles about bothering lessons, then about unjustified absences and false signatures, then about the use of non-authorized electronic devices and their use to violate privacy, then about school and its property’s damage and lastly about the use of alcohol and drugs.
Most of those behaviors are punished with suspension or with a reflection about the student’s behavior.
The articles are generally structured in one or two sentences. They all are if clauses. They begin telling the forbidden behavior taken into consideration using the conditional tense and then tell its punishment using the future tense. In this way, the article’s subject is emphasized and put into focus since the beginning of the sentence. The articles are connected with each other by a logical flow, indeed sometimes they recall each other and are organized in section with the same theme.
Their language is strictly formal, with the use of an elaborate lexis. For example, they use adverbs such as “qualora” and emphasize informal words such as “scioperi”, that are immediately afterward called “astensioni collettive dalle lezioni”. Periphrasis is prevalent, such as parataxis, that create really long flat sentences.
All these elements convey a very formal heavy text. This is caused by its complicate lexis and the overwhelming use of periphrasis. 
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
