CAN’S CHARACTERISATION
The analysis of characterisation is meant to find out the strategies used by the director or the poet or the writer to reach a certain effect on the reader or listener.

Here, the director uses two major strategies for discovering Can’s character.

The narrator initially introduces the character using the telling technique or indirect presentation to plunge him into the situation. In the spot I watched the indirect technique is used by the director just at the beginning of the scene because the watcher knows about Can through the opinion and therefore when Can has not yet appeared in the scene and this is why the watcher becomes curious to find out about his real identity and personality. In this way the director creates curiosity about the character and pushes the reader or watcher to go on watching or reading. This is the reason why he is mysterious, also because no one know him well.

One of the protagonists, Sanem, tells about her boss saying that he is always absent. She mainly uses negative adjectives that give him a worst connotation.
When he appears behind the girl, viewers can see him: he is a fascinating and an insolent man. He doesn't react after hearing what Sanem thinks of him. He just looks at her.
Then there is a turning point; the director changes strategy, using the showing technique, that consists of present the character with a direct presentation. Thanks to Can's movement, behaviour and speaking style the viewer can see what kind of man he is. He is really sure of himself and determined, because if he wants something he obtains it (for example in the tea scene).
