Write the analysis of the setting of the first episode and what it tells about the culture it represents.
The object of the present work is to discuss and analyse the setting of the first episode of the Meteor Garden’s series and what it tells about the culture it represents.

The episode starts with a framing of very modern buildings (for example skyscrapers). In so doing, at first we can understand how avant-garde the city in which the series is set. After that the story moves into a prestigious university. Indeed, the students wear a uniform that is the same for everyone. On the contrary, when the girl comes home after school, we witness a change of setting: the colours become darker and even the protagonist's house appears very humble. This makes me think that she lives in the poorest part of the city. This disparity between the initial setting and the neighborhood where the girl lives helps me to understand something about the culture of the place. In fact, the setting highlights the disparity between wealth and poverty that clearly distinguish two social classes.
