           Why? The lord exploited the peasants


           Result: Richard II falsely promised concessions; in the long run the peasants improved their situation 








1455-1485: The War of the Roses fought between the House of Lancaster and Tudor to claim the throne


                      a marriage linked the two families: accession of the House of Tudor 








1337-1485: Hundred Years’ War England vs France


                     Why? English claimed to the French trone


                     How? 1st part: Edward III dominated the conflict and Henry V won in Agincourt


                                2nd part:  Joan Arc made the French win


                     Result: the English lost all possessions except for Calais
