On May 28th 1941, V. Woolf drowns herself in a river in the countryside near London. Her body is cremated, according to her husband’s will

The Woolf’s’ house and press offices are destroyed during the Nazis bombing. V. Woolf’s depression dramatically worsens

Her essay Three Guineas raises controversies after its publication





1910


The Bloomsbury group starts meeting at V. Woolf’s sister’s house





1905


She gets her first job as a reviewer for the Times Literary Supplement





1904


Virginia Woolf’s father dies of cancer. Virginia tries to commit suicide and shows mental illness for the first time. She later moves to Bloomsbury





1882


Virginia Woolf is born in London on January 25th 1882, in an upper-middle class family
