Modernists: 
· disapproval of the traditional idea of novel:
- rejection of subjectivity 

- linear representation of life 

- celebration of self-made man, hero

- history: great people’s deeds    VS    ordinary people’s experience 

· moments of being, epiphanies ( awareness of the individual about identity and reality
· novelist: experiments with language to dis-cover the real nature of existence 

· eclipsed narrator (but still in a central position (no revolutionary experiments) 
· devices: free indirect speech, free indirect thought, shift of the point of view, light motif

· influence of W.Pater’s reflections on time and the aesthetic research ( bildungsroman ( reflection on the sense of life, existence, being  (examples: Wilde’s The portrait of Dorian Gray D’Annunzio’s Il piacere Joice’s The portrait of the artist as a young man)
Virginia Woolf’s The Common Reader 
focus on consciousness ( flux of thoughts, emotions and private feelings (“the luminous halo”) 
James Joyce’s Dubliners 

symbolic realism ( rejection of the hero ( characters: paradigm of the human being at the term of the

James Joyce’s Ulysses
· adhere to life = adhere to the inner dimension of consciousness ( shower of thoughts without chronological order ( no order ( disrupted syntax, no word order, no time reference, no connection, no punctuation 

· task of the reader: make sense without a guide 

( sense of Joyce’s experience: reflection on life, existence, the nature of the human being using a suitable language ( anticipation of postmodernism (T.S.Eliot Ulysses, order and myth, The deal 1923)
