THE INDUSTRIAL REVOLUTION 

The Industrial Revolution is a process developed in all world, it began in England. Arnold Toynbee coined the definition in his book “The Industrial Revolution” (1884): the industrial revolution is a radical change of laws that regulated production and distribution of wealth; the industrial revolution was based on competition. This radical change began with the agrarian revolution: rural population decreased because the common fields became private property (enclosure system), people moved from country looking for work. People find job in mines (the are important because produced fuel from coal to make work machines). The work conditions are unhealthy.  During this economic change developed two systems of thought – Economic Science and Socialism. The economic Science had four chief that wrote economic books: Adam Smith studied the production of wealth; Malthus considered the growth of population; Ricardo studied the laws of distribution; mill studied the ways in which should be distributed and produced (pros and con of it). The air two most important mechanical invention that contribute to have the industrial revolution: the steam engine and power loom. Besides the transport ways changed and improved; developed canal system and railways, as a result of commerce increase. Hundreds of workmen were individually and began a class conflict with the great capitalist employers. Therefore the free competition may produce wealth without producing well-being.
