A crisis of capitalism by Riccardo Bellofiore

I’m going to analyze the Mr. Bellofiore’s article: it is taken from the British newspaper The Guardian.  The article’s title is A crisis of Capitalism: the intelligent reader can suppose the article deals with today’s economic and business events (they’re current because the article’s date is 21 September 2011). The subheading can be considered the article’s theme: global attack on European and Italian labour. The article begins with the topic sentence: “History repeats itself, Marx wrote, first as a tragedy, then as a farce” its function is to introduce the text and argue the subheading: the Capitalism has a double face – profit ad exploitation (it takes to crisis, in particular the Italian crisis). In the first paragraph the reader can notice a theatrical language (tragedy, farce, comedians, joke), it is used to emphasize the deep crisis of Italy, which politicians don’t be able to do their job (sex and trials).  
To explain Italian situation the writer start from the European situation: he provides economic data (GDP growth rate). In addition the writer explains one of causes of Italian crisis: the inefficient ECB system (obsessive ant-inflationary stand). Besides the writer linked external causes for our crisis:  stagnation, “bad” deficits.  In the two last paragraphs the writer reject to go out from euro-zone, to argue his thesis quotes a the dramatic effects of the decision in 1992(monetary system devalutation).
At the end the writer puts possible solutions forward: 

· The definitive solution to the European crisis: he repeats the subheading’s sentence (attack on labour).

·  The improvement of investments, capital controls, 

· The state as a direct provider of employment and, last but not least, internationalism.
