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Analysis

The article I’m going to analyze is taken from “The Guardian”, one of the most famous economical journals. Just reading the title the reader understands the article will be about economical problems.   

In order to underline  the heavy difficulties capitalism seems to have, the journalist uses the alliteration “crisis-capitalism” and the strong “r” sound in the word “crisis”: it seems as if he would highlight the negative aspect of capitalism.
It follows the subtitle, whose function is to introduce the topic of the article, that is the financial problems  Europe (in particular Italy) has to face: in particular he judges Europe financial problems as a “global attack on labour”.  Under the subtitle there is an image: police is fighting against protesters.

The article is composed of eleven paragraphs:

· The first provides the quotation “ History repeats itself, first as a tragedy, then as a farce”, by Marx: it communicates us that capitalism has got a double face, that is it can be either good or bad. It follows a description of Italy’s political situation, in particular the unfitting PM’s behavior, and the bad opinion of the journalist about him.
· The second provides a general vision of European problems and dèfaillances: on one side there is the Euro-crisis, strongly linked to BCE’s inefficiency and mistakes, and the plagues of inflation and public debt; on the other side Germany’s tendency to profit from southern Europe’s deficit is taking us a lot of problems.
· The third bears a personal opinion of the journalist, because it begins with the statement “the European crisis is not a home-grown one”, that is European economical problems are widely imported. What’s more, in order to solve its own problems, Europe often requires USA’s monetary helps (with the consequent rise of external debt).
· It follows a detailed description of the European crisis: in particular Bellofiore highlights the long-standing nature of the Italian crisis, saying that the policies of flexibility led to a collapse of labour productivity.

The whole article deals with the crisis of capitalism, a very actual node of discussion and reflection: in order to understand European problems we must understand that our crisis is not home-grown, because it is the result of the wrong worldly administration of wealth and natural resources.
Analyzing the article the intelligent reader can understand that the only way to face the disastrous crisis Europe is living is to cooperate, because the best way to turn around the economy is to encourage mutual help and a proper and equal distribution of wealth.
