The article I’m going to analyze is taken from “The Economist”, in particular from a blog called Schumpeter: he is an important economist who provided the best definition of Capitalism, that is creative destruction.   

Just reading the title, Business and management,  the reader can understand that the article will be about business and economy.  The first part, the introduction, provides a general definition of the word “capitalism”: the reader can immediately note that it hasn’t got a univocal definition, it is considered either good or bad.
