Option A – Woolf’s style

Woolf’s style makes readers understand the psychology of the characters through the recording of their feelings, emotions and thoughts. 
Her technique is defined as “stream of consciousness technique” because she conveys all her thoughts and feelings exactly as they pass through her character’s mind, reporting them without the structure they usually have in formal writing. Her way of writing is detailed and reports all the minute things which characterize the characters. An example of this technique is the description of Clarissa Dalloway while she is about to get ready for the party: he writer describes her evening dress, her actions, but also the feelings and emotions of that specific moment to make the reader understand the psychology of that character and the atmosphere surrounding him. 
In her writings Virginia Woolf does not want to focus on material things with the aim of describing them in relation with her characters, but focuses her attention on inner feelings or ideas because in her opinion they are the most important things to convey to make a character active and or important. Moreover Woolf’s technique gives more importance to the everyday, which is seen in different ways: she focuses her attention on common things and people without researching refined or high emotions, but she is able to rend them in a very sophisticated and researched method.
