Structural Analysis
The text “Capitalism” is taken from a blog called Schumpeter. Schumpeter was an important economist who provided the best definition of Capitalism saying that it is a process of Creative Destruction. So the reader understands the text will be about economy, in particular Capitalism, and  the kind of language will be an economic register. 
The article is divided into a first paragraph followed by different quotations about the definition of Capitalism.

The function of the first paragraph is to introduce the topic, Capitalism, and to explains the reader that it hasn’t got a clear definition, in particular regarding its pragmatism or negativity. Indeed the first paragraph is followed by 15 different definitions and opinions that were said by intellectuals. Churchill’s quotation is the one that best underlines this idea:”Some people regard private enterprise as a predatory tiger to be shot. Others look on it as a cow they can milk. Not enough people see it as a healthy horse, pulling a sturdy wagon”. Using  a metaphorical language he explains that there are three different positions about Capitalism: negative (a predatory tiger to be shot), positive (a healthy horse pulling a sturdy wagon) and more balanced (a cow they can milk).
The language used is different in every quotation: for example Al Capone used the slangy word racket because it better explains the noise of the ruling class, others like Marx or Klein use a difficult economic language. But the language is not the only difference between the quotations. The text suggests different point of view: Xiaoping says that “To become rich is glorious” so, he is pro-capitalism, while Al Capone thought it is a racket, a noise of the ruling class.
So, the reader understands the aim of the text is to explain that Capitalism has not a clear definition. The term Capitalism is used with different meanings; it depends on historical periods, the authors and their judgment about the governmental organization.
