DESCRIPTION OF COKETOWN, DICKENS 
Right from the title the narrator focuses the reader’s attention on coke. It represented the fuel by which the system of production could developed. 
The introduction is referred to two people who are walking towards Coketown and it is a triumph of fact. Right from the start the narrator produces a positive judgment  indeed there is the word trial that provides the idea of success. But the judgment immediately changes in a negative one: in Coketown there was no greater taint of fancy. Fancy spares power and it may create oppositions so in that town common people are subdued by people who had power. 

From the second paragraph starts the description of the town. The narrator uses the language of sense impressions. The first sense is the sight: the dominant colors are an unnatural red and black. These two colors reminds to negative things, to damnation: red is the color of blood while black is the color of death. In addition red is an unnatural color, it is artificial it reminds to the development of the system of production. The main characteristic of the town is production; the narrator describes it using a metonymical language: machinery, smoke and chimneys.  The second sense is the hearing indeed the alliterate sounds of S serpents, smoke, pistons, steam reminds to the sound of pistons. The work of the pistons is a monotonous one, they only move up and down. It is like everything in Coketown, monotonous. Streets, people and buildings are like one another. The only thing that was different was the church building. It reminds to the importance of religion: the protestant ethic underlines the importance in progress. Indeed people who didn’t progress were damned. It explains why the industrial revolution developed and why the most important things were facts, as the narrator explains in the third paragraph. In the same paragraph surfaces the contradictory nature of it. Indeed comforts in living thanks to the innovations are opposed to bad conditions in working or in landscape. 
To conclude, Dickens’ description provides an example of industrialized town. The reader understands the key-words of industrialization are surely progress, wealth, change but it also spares sadness, not well-being and pollution.
DESCRIPTION OF MANCHESTER, TOQUEVILLE
The narrator starts the description of Manchester with geographical references about the natural landscape. Then he contrasts the natural landscape with the artificial one (on this watery land scattered palaces and hovels) saying that everything attests the individual power of men, nothing the directing power of society. This sentences is a criticism of the thought of people; everyone considered only the useful things or actions, they wanted to increase their own richness. 

In the second paragraph the narrator focuses the reader attention on the characteristic of Manchester: the industrialized nature. The factories, that from the top of the hill overlook the town, are described with objective references (how much stories they had, how were their enclosures)organized in short periods. The technique used by the narrator reminds to the systematic and monotonous kind of work. The huge factories are opposed to the wretched dwellings that are scattered around them as if they depend on them. The narrator underlines the importance of industrialization, it sustained the town and provided wealth. 
The description continues with the consequences of the industrialization (land uncultivated without the charm of rustic nature, poverty) underlining  its contradictory faced-nature: it provided wealth without well-being, to quote one of Toynbee’s exclamation. The choice of words underlines the narrator’s negative judgment about industrialization :people are only interested in richness and they mistrust all the niceties of life. The description of the landscape confirm it: roads are full of ruts and puddles, there are heaps of dung, rubble, putrid, stagnant pools… 
The only beautiful thing that people see in Manchester are ancient ruins of a Medieval town. The narrator describes it with positive adjectives astonished, fine because that time wasn’t ruined by industrialization. 
The characteristic color of Manchester is black because of the smoke of industries and the main sound is noise because of the furnaces, steam, the crunching of machinery. Nothing reminds to reality, to nature everything is artificial.
