ROBYN’S PHILOSOPHY

In the second chapter of Nice Work, during the characterization of the female protagonist, Robyn, the narrator focuses the reader attention on Robyn’s philosophy. The first piece of information is that she doesn’t believe in the concept of character and she thinks it is an illusion created to reinforce the ideology of Capitalism, indeed the birth of the novel coincides with the birth of Capitalism. 
In addition Robyn doesn’t believe in the self on which capitalism and the classical novel are founded so, she doesn’t believe in the possibility of a person’s unique, clear identity but she affirms people is the product of what they speak or, to say it better, what speaks them. 
Another argument not to be ignored is that people’s ideas depend on the point of view of people who influenced them, for example parents, teachers or authors, as the narrator explains between parenthesis or more precisely, according to the writers who have influenced her thinking on these matters. From the synthesis of these concepts, the reader understands why Robyn thinks a text is the product of intertextuality and why an author cannot generate a text ab nihilo.
