1. What is your job?
I’m an electronic engineer and I work at the firm called “Danieli” in Buttrio. Particularly I work in the development and in the treatment of vibration test software to acquire acceleration signal for lamination system. 
2. What was your study’s course?
I obtained the qualified technician diploma at the secondary school “Malignani” in San Giorgio and the electronic engineering degree in Trieste.
3. Have you ever worked in other areas?

No, I haven’t.
4. Does your profession need some specific knowledge?
You need all the engineering basis and particularly you need the competences for the planning of software and graphic interfaces.
5. Have you ever had to attend some specific courses?

No, the university basis are sufficient, even if I have recently attended an in depth study about vibration test.

6. Do you always work in the same place or in different place?

The software are planned and developed in Buttrio, then they are installed in different countries. For example, I’ve recently been in United Arab Emirates and in Taranto and in some months I’m going to go in India and Peru.
7. What channel did you use to enter the profession?
Fortunately I immediately received a direct call after the degree; however, before the call I had entered in the “AlmaLaurea” portal.
8. What advices can you give to someone who want practise your profession?

First of all, you should attend a study about what you like, then you should dedicate a lot to study to have more possibilities in the future.

Analysis 
The first thing you can notice is the shortness and the synthesis of the answer. This aspect reflect the scientific studies the interviewed attended. Another interesting aspect is the use of specific and technician terms that reminds to the kind of studies he attended and it reveals the practical aim of his speeches.
I think the interview is very useful to better understand a specific professions and what kind of studies you have to attend to practise it.
