Analysis of the article La parola di Gesù sul lettino di Freud 
The article is taken from the section about culture of an Italian newspaper called La Repubblica. 
Just reading the title and the strap line, the reader gets important information about the topic of the article: it regards the publication of a book based on some thesis by a French analyst whose name is F.Dolto. To be more precise, it seems as if the thesis were about the possibility to analyze the holy writ according to the theories and principles of psychoanalysis. 
The article is written by Massimo Recalcati, an Italian psychoanalyst whose aim is to express his opinion about I vangeli della psicoanalisi , the publication quoted in the strep line, providing the reader information about the most interesting features of the essay and its writer. 
The lead consists of a positive judgment about the essay, since Recalcati uses the metaphor of the jewel to speak about it. In the following paragraphs, he debates his opinion with references to:  Dolto’s and Freud’s conception of psychoanalysis and faith, different interpretations of the parable of the good Samaritan and the parable of the prodigal son, the relationship between Desire and the symbolic figure of Jesus. 
It seems as if Recalcati admired Dolto since she is very different from the other psychoanalysts: her writings are not addressed to experts, on the contrary her language is as simple as possible, so that a huge number of readers (not necessarily psychologists nor psychoanalysts) can understand and share her ideas. Moreover, she is able to conciliate her profession with faith even if most of psychoanalysts condemn religion, conceived as a refuge from the pains of life, a neurosis. 
In her opinion, the message of the holy writ has nothing to do with admonition and repression of instinct an desire; on the contrary, she believes that Jesus himself is the  master of desire, the one who prompts man to go beyond his limits and give sense to his life, fighting to realize his own projects and ambitions.
Dolto’s theory adds a new, unconventional meaning to Jesus’ words, as you can see reading the examples of the parables: the Needy becomes a warm-hearted and generous man who offers help selflessly and the loyal son becomes the one who is unable to grow up and accept the Law of Separation. 

Summing up, Dolto tells the reader that Jesus does not embody a shelter from life: he stands for life, he is not a guide: he symbolizes the Law of Desire.  

I found the article really interesting: the argument is grounded and the style of the writer is linear but, at the same time, impressive: the reader becomes curios and curios about the book and Dolto’s belief and Recalcati induces him to share is enthusiasm and admiration towards her theories. Language, even if hinting at the semantic field of psychoanalysis, is simple and the quotations form the holy writ are known by the average reader. The content of the article seems to be just the foretaste of an out and out cultural revolution: Dolto is brave enough to turn tradition upside down, suggesting a new way to look at religion and live it. Maybe, if you give the book a chance, the holy writ will become a present and meaningful source to you.
