The text it organized into two different section: the first one where you can notice an introducition paragraph written by the blogger and, after that, some quotations by different people, such as economists or writers.

The function of the first paragraph is therefore  to introduce the topic of discussion. The writer immediately puts into focus the huge number of interpretations and definitions given by different people to the word Capitalism. He also provides a judgment to the reader, saying that Schumpeter's quotation is the best one, hence the name of the whole blog. 

The following paragraphs consist of single quotations by different people: authors, philosophers, economists and even a gangsters.

Tyipical words of the economic language: Capitalism - Business - Value - Free-market - Corrupt - Banknotes – Crisis – Markets – Money.
