The Anglo-Saxons  rewind

The Anglo-Saxons were fishermen and farmers, these activity allowed them to survive in the difficult weather of the land and to stay alive in their difficult conditions of life.
They lived in tribes and their society was ruled by a king or a military leader; then there were the earls who were a kind of aristocratic human being; after that there were the thegns who were the personal companions of the king. All the other people were freemen compelled to provide military service when necessary.
Anyway, they lived in group of huts around the chief’s one; they lived in very difficult conditions of life so they must trust each other. So people lived in country villages where the farmland, woods, pastures were owned communally.
Language

They imposed their language, later known as Old English which become, through several modifications, the English spoken today.

There were four major dialects of Old English: Northumbrian in the North of England, Mercian in the Midlands, West Saxon in the South and West and Kentish in the South-east.

The Celtic languages of the native Britons survived only in Wales, Ireland and in the North-west of Scotland.
Christianity
Christianity which began to spread throughout pagan Anglo-Saxon Britons from the end of the sixth century, proved a driving force in uniting the kingdom and in opening the Country to the influence of Europe. The Church was also very influenced on aspects of culture. It introduced the writing of documents while pagan Anglo-Saxon was mainly based on oral tradition handed out orally from generations to generations.
Beowulf     
Nobody knows for certain when the poem was first composed, it is set in the pagan world of sixth century, but it also contains echoes of Christian tradition. The poem must have been passed down orally over many generations. Some scholars have suggested that the manuscript was made at the end of the 10th century, perhaps as late as the reign of King Cnut, who ruled England from 1016 to 1035.
