The text is an extract of the old English poem Beowulf; it deals with the fight between Beowulf and the monster Grendel. Beowulf hears of his neighbors’ plight and slays to their aid with a band of warriors; he encounter Grendel in an unarmed combat and kills the monster by ripping off its arm. 

There are four paragraphs, that describe different scenes of the fight: the first paragraph introduces Grendel who comes looking for its prey in Hrothgar’s kingdom. The second paragraph describes the aggressive attacks of the monster and his encounter with Beowulf. The third paragraph continues discussing the struggle between Beowulf, Grendel and Beowulf’s warriors coming in his defense without know that their weapons wouldn’t hurt the monster. The fourth and last paragraph tells of Beowulf’s victory against the monster. 

Reading the text, the reader can see many enjambments and alliterations to express different situations and descriptions fixing they on the reader mind.
The location is misty, dark and cloudy. Reading the first paragraph, the reader can imagine how Grendel is like: he is a predator looking for his prey on the grounds of Hrothgar’s kingdom. His predatory nature is marked by the verb “hunting” at line 4. 

Although he is  fast, voracious, and greedy. All that is suggested by the language used. What the narrator is interested in bringing outside, is the nature of the monster and the dynamism of the monsters actions, in fact, the writer used many action verbs like “struck…in”; “grabbed and mauled”. 

The third paragraph tells about Beowulf’s warriors who come to defend their captain fighting with courage on the battle against Grendel. So the reader can understand that they were loyal, strong and courageous. Unfortunately they couldn’t destroy their enemy because their weapons had been tricked. So the reader to understand the immortality of the monster to human (not hero) strength. In fact at line 32 the writer points out the immortality of Grendel against mortal objects, and at line 33 the word “ever” underlines the power of the demon. 

Finally in the last paragraph, the reader reads how the monster is fatally wounded by Beowulf. Reading the conclusions lines, the reader feel like a unique thing immerged into the scene. In fact the writer used many strong words and imagines to better fix the scene into the reader mind.
