The title “When in April” gives me some anticipation about the prologue’s the content: the writer might describe the season of spring typical of the month of April.

In the Prologue dealt with the month of April in the nature and in the life of the pilgrims.
The prologue in fact can be divided into three sequences: in the first are confirmed my advances, the poet describes the spring-time from the point of view of nature.

In the second sequence the month of April is characterized through the actions that the pilgrims perform and in the third sequence is created a narrative flashback that concludes the prologue and at the same time introduces the first story.

The first sequence is dedicated to nature, it seems to be a person because to describe it, the poet uses words like "veins”; “engendering”; "power".  The rains are connoted like "sweet" because they do not destroy nature as autumn thunderstorm and downpours do but rejuvenate the plants that produce flowers. The spring is a season of rebirth helped by “new sun”.

The second sequence is dedicated to the pilgrims who make their journey in this period, at the time of Canterbury: they are all moved by the spirit of brotherhood, they reunite in taverns and clench friendship with the other. The pilgrims may be compared with the birds of the first sequence that "make melody" (they speak together and clench friendship).  In addition, the groups of pilgrims can be compared to flowers that blooms, as well as their journey can be compared to the journey of the 'new sun'.

The prologue ends with a narrative flashback in which the poet dwells and declares to the reader what is going to do or will 
show to the reader his thoughts regarding the people he's met, based on the class and on the clothing.
