D’AMORE NON SI MUORE​​​​

How to communicate love today? Not only the power of words and the contribution of technology.
Nowadays the way to court someone has gradually changed compared to the past ways of approaching, mostly due to new technologies’ spread. Indeed these days there are different channels to get in touch with somebody one is interested in such as text messages, love songs, literary texts, movies.

But on the other hand many elements which don’t coincide with a verbal approach can help in declaring one’s love for somebody: for example looking after one’s appearance, body language or facial expressions.
First of all, as previously said, new technologies’ coming simplified the way to create new relationships, especially between shy people who were afraid of reveal themselves. Besides in literary texts, gestures and facial expressions are missing, thus the language has to fill this lack. However the composer has more time to focus on choices suitable for the circumstances, so the plot is more elegant and dignified. In addition facial expressions play their role too; indeed according to them it’s possible to understand the interlocutor’s purposes: a smile can represent an approval, while a worried gaze is equivalent to a  disagreement.
Moreover many gestures like a handshake, a hug, patting somebody on the back or a kiss may show precise emotions.
In particular a handshake mainly coincides with a first approach (or sometimes with a formal occasion), a hug is a display of affection, while a kiss clearly witnesses an act of love.

In conclusion there are many ways thank to it’s possible to get love across; the verbal communication includes the writing and speaking channel, while gestures are made up of all those expedients which allow to express feelings without oral devices. 
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
