Shakespeare in the first part of the first scene of Othello wants to attract the reader’s attention. So 

the author begins the play with a dialogue between Roderigo and Iago but he doesn't reveal who is the main character of the play. The reader can only make hypothesis about what the two men are referring. Only later the reader understands that Iago and Roderigo were speaking of Othello. 
Iago speaks in an abstract way of Othello: he says “as loving his own pride and purposes..”. 
Then Shakespeare reveals who they referred to using an irony because he writes “Whether I in any just term am affined to love the Moor”. He is not mentioned with his own name, but for his ethnicity. Indeed Iago was not exhausted to be at the service of the Moor.
Shakespeare in the third scene of the first act explains the plan of Iago using concise sentences and imperative verbs. In this way He gives a kind of austerity and strength to Iago who takes the appearance of a strong, decided and wicked character.
