The strength of Elizabeth I's policy
In this text I will write about the strength of Elizabeth I's policy and the problems she had to face.

Elizabeth, Henry VIII and Anne Boleyn's daughter, became queen in 1558 after the death of her sister Mary. She had a strong personality and a strong character. Elizabeth received an excellent education so she could speak French, Italian and Latin: Latin was a very important language because in that period was the language of communication.

Compared to the previous queen she was a bit tollerant and one of the most important things she did was to granted Catholics freedom of worship.

Durin her reign she had to face a lot of problems like religious conflicts. A very important problem was the repressing problems of her succession and the birth of an heir because she was unmarried and used this as a political weapon: a lot of people in the reign tried to marry her and gave her a male heir because there was a vacancy to the throne.

To get noticed by her subjects  she wore magnificent clothes adorned with rich jewels to impress them. She also went on royal progresses to be seen and in her house she had numerous portarits painted and copies widely distributed. 

She was in love with Robert Dudley but he cannot marry her because he was already married so the queen took on the responsability her reign and the care of her people. In this way she became the “Virgin Queen” because she often repeated that “the Queen was married to her people”.

The Queen recognised Spain as her main trade rival and enemy. A possible victory against Spain would have made England the most important power of commerce and sea.

In 1588 Elizabeth also tried to defeat the Spanish Armada. King Philip II of Spain is looking for a reason to destroy the heretic queen and so he built the “Invincible Armada”. In August 1588 the fleet of Spanish Armada arrived in the English Channel and the number of Spanish ships was very more high then English ships but Englan won because the wind blew the Sapnish ships northwards. The strong wind destroyed also a lot of ships forced them onto rocks near Ireland. Englan's successful resistance showed that Spain was not “invincible”.

In conclusion the main problems Elizabeth had to face were religious conflicts and the vacancy of the throne
