	The intelligent reader should look at the differences between the two versions in the first sentence. In the original one is interesting to notice that the subject " a peculiar odor" is fist in the order of the sentence, the original version used also the verb "lingered" that means that the odor is stronger than usual. On the other side in the Italian version there is a different sentence's construction. Interesting is to notice that in the second sentence the word "downtown" is translated as "a Downtoun" instead of saying "the city centre". Readable is to notice that in the original language there is the expression " made its way into " while in the Italian translation the is the expression " is fece strada fino".  Interesting is that in the second sentence in the original form the verbs "had not slept" is at the past perfect  and "had been crying" is at the past perfect continuous whole in the Italian version both the verbs are in the past perfect ("congiuntivo trapassato"). In the third sentence from at the start the order of the words is different, the Italian version put on focus the moment while in the original version the novelist emphasizes what the protagonist thought; interesting is also that in the Italian version the expression  "looked older" is translated as "sembrava più matura". Relevant in the original version is the use of "she had an element of that beauty" while in the Italian one there is no literal translation because it uses just the expression "aveva quella bellezza". Interesting is to notice how different it is the meaning between "I imagined I was catching" and "mi parve di cogliere"; in the original version the expression used is more abstract and not concrete compared to the Italian one. The intelligent reader should also find a difference between the expression "of the Erica" and "di quel che Erica" that literally would be "of what Erica". 

	Reason for choice: The  quotation presents Erica’s description; the reader could find a comparison with America.
	

	Analysis:
This is a description of Erica when Changez saw her the first time after the coming back from the Philippines, he smelled the odor of the buildings collapsed during the attacks. When he saw her understood suddenly that she was not very good, she looked pale and sick, she was reduced at that state because of her ex boyfriend died from cancer; interesting is the comparison between America and Erica, both were falling and were looking back at the past, both were sick and consumed, one due to the attacks and the other one due to her memories.
	

	Possible conclusion:
The two forms have different components part; the Italian one results more formal and objective, on the other side in the original one  the reader can also feel Changez feelings.

	Analysis:
The sentence is told by Erica about Changez when he was talking about Pakistan, is interesting to notice that Erica payed attention to Changez reactions. He, after the attack of the WTC started to miss his home and think more about Pakistan in a good way, Erica noticed all his reactions and reported him. The intelligent reader should find interesting to underline that in the Italian form Erica says that Changez became pleased when he talk about his country, Erica focus on the word "paese" to underline his origin, his identity.
