THIRD STANZA 

The wrist of Grendal was taken by the hero Beowulf. Grendal had never encountered a hand-grip as that one. 

“Every bone in his body quailed and recoiled, but he could not escape”, this line (24) express how much strong his Beowulf, maybe more than Grendel because his “bones quailed” as he had never met a men strong as Beowulf. 

Later, Beowulf’s warriors aided their lord’s life: “laying about them as best they could, with their ancestral blades”. This line (27) express the power of the warriors to defend their lord with their swords. 

In line 26 there is an alliteration “warriors worked”, this figure of speech was used by the poet to remembered better the action of the warriors. The warriors were courageous in action, they tried to “keep striking out on every side seeking to cut straight to the soul” (lines 29-31): they wanted to kill definitely the monster, but they didn’t know something at that time. In line 30 there is a repetition of the letters “K” and “S”, maybe the poet wanted to transmit the sound of the weapons’ scratch.

They didn’t know that “no blade on earth, no blacksmith’s art could ever damage their demon opponent” because he had removed every blade from every weapon. 

The Grandal’s action to remove every blame from every arm remark the power of Grendal who could defeat everyone with his arms and hands without weapons.
FOURTH STANZA
After a battle the warriors succeeded in injure the monster: “a tremendous wound appeared on his shoulder” (lines 38-39) “The sinews split and the bone-lappings burst” (lines 39-40), whole the monster’s body was in pain and, as he did before with the man who was sitting on a bench, his bones burst. This image is very deed, bloody and dark; the monster isn’t immortal as we imaged before when he was fighting with all Beowulf’s warriors. Grendal was injured by Beowulf and his warriors, Beowulf was granted the glory of winning because he beat the “bane of the race of men” (line 3). Grendal was hurting and he was brought under the “fen-banks” to his desolate late. The wound of Grendal suggests us that he isn’t immortal, but even if he is a monster, he is a “human”. 

The scene is very significant because the monster is hunting and this is in opposition with the other scene, in other words the celebration of the defeat of Grendel by Beowulf and his warriors. 

The word tremendous accentuates the deep and striking event (line 38).
