Henry Charles Harrod died in 1885 and since then the shop has had a number of different owners. The 

current owner, Egyptian businessman Mohammed al-Fayed, bought the shop in 1985.

When the news of a safe 

landing finally came, the room was erupting with shouts and cheers. 

American president Richard Nixon, who had been watching the events on television, described it as “one f 

the greatest moments of our time”.
