1. Lending, or circulating, libraries acquired great importance and since subscriptions were moderately priced, they led to the increase in the reading public.

2. More and more readers belonged to the middle and lower classes (60% of the adult male and 40% of the adult female population could read) and they preffered prose to verse and drama.

	Realistic and daily facts are narrated in the novel, but a novel also narrates about largely finctional. 
	The setting was given great attention, with specific references to names of countries, streets and towns. References were made to particular times of the year or of the day. 
	All the characters were given contemporary names and surnames to reinforce the impression of realism, and they struggled either for survival or for social success. The hero of the novel was always the “bourgeois mai”, with his problems. He was generally the mouth piece of his author and the reader was expected to sympathise with him. 
	Narration was in the 1st person (the narrator and the protagonist are the same person) or the 3rd person (the narrator is omniscient). 


3. SUM UP the 18th  -century writer's aim and the messagehe wanted to convey.
The writer's primary aim was to write in a simple way in order to be understood even by less well-educated readers. The message he wanted to convey was the sense of reward and punishment, which was related to the Puritan ethics of the middle classes.

1. READ Defoe's biographty and provide evidence to justify these statements about his reputation:
1. He gave great importance to bourgeois values, such as money and the improvment of one's social status. He began to write to please a public of middle- and upper-class people who wanted to read about their own problems and invidual experiences. 

2. His greates achievement was “The Review”, the periodical which he published two or three times a week from 1704 to 1713. 

3. He became famous by writing political essays and pamphlets up till the reign of Queen Anne. He was arrested, tried and imprisoned. 

4. In order to regain his freedom he denied his Whig ideas and became a secret agent for the new gevernement. 

5. He was pushed into numerous adventures till his death in 1731.
