1) The title of the book written by Ian McEwan is “Th children act”. It reminds me the legislation about the protection ant statutory guidance on how the child protection system should work. The Children Act 1989 is based on two key principles:

· The paramount nature of the child’s welfare

· The expectations and requirements around duties of care of children.

(The Children Act 2004 reinforces the 1989 Act.)

So since the title refers to a judiciary act, I can understand it will be about a Court process in which are involved a child and his parents.

2) The choice of the writer to quote a piece of the Children Act 1989 may represent his will to give to the reader the key of the book reading.

3) The book is divided into five chapters without any title that anticipates chapters content. The first chapter introduces the story, it is more descriptive than others. It is about one of the protagonist’s life. The chapters number two, three, four are dedicated to the Court process which has as protagonists Fiona Maye, the judge and Adam  Henry a teenager affected by leukaemia . These chapters are narrative. The final one presents a “close ending” because of the death of Adam so that the reader could reflect and his mind is translated back to the quotation: if the child’s welfare shall be the court’s paramount consideration, and Fiona judged taking this as a central point, how or why Adam is dead? Was the judgement wright or wrong?    
4) The private life of Fiona in particular her relationship with her husband, represent the thread of the chapters. In each one there is a “corner” dedicated to Fiona’s life or her evening reflections about Adam case and her decisions about.
