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CONFERENCE STRUCTURE:

1) THESIS: key concept of the lesson → what is the graphologist task and how she/he could analyze a writing;
2) ARGOMENTATION: thesis supported by motivations and examples → symbols and features useful for analyzing a writing. 
The present work aims at sharing the results of the information gathered during the session on FORENSIC GRAPHOLOGY by the expert Ms Sara Cordella, a forensic graphologist her self.

It is part of what goes under the name of “ Pathways for Transversal Skills and Orientation”.

A learning session considered compulsory in the curriculum of Italian State Secondary Schools. The idea is to offer students an occasion to experiment what some job positions may be like so that the experience may works guidance.

The professional profile of a graphologist is strictly connected with the interpretation of the way one writes. It follows that a graphologist should be provided with documents, letters or other texts that represent  the object of their interpretative work/ should have access to the text of he or she who is the owner of the text under analysis.

The first section of the work will be devoted to illustrating the instructions and guidelines provided during the learning sessions. Indeed they are related to the different writing aspect of the texts under discussion.

The second section will offer some illustrating examples from different sources.

The third section will record our effort: we translated the guide-lines into an interpretative practice to show the competences we have gained.

The conclusion will discuss the process work and its result commenting on points of strength and weakness. 
During the session the graphologist provided us with a series of method indications to follow for the interpretative analysis.

The work will go on focusing the attention on some of the 101 graphological signs reported into Moretti’s “Trattato di grafologia”.

1. Space between the letters

2. Straight letters auctions

1) SPACE BETWEEN THE LETTERS:
a. little space = letters leaning on each other → typical feature of: 

· people who are not generous;

· people who keep things to themselves; 
· people who are introvert and uncertain;
Examples of writing with little space between the letters :
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b. big space = letters far from each other → typical feature of:

-           people who are generous and helpful; 

-           people who are independent but they leave space for other people anyway;

-           people who are self-assured.

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2) STRAIGHT LETTERS AUCTIONS:
     It is a typical feature of people who:

             -            are determined
· are straight on their way;

· are not submit to the others’ will;

· reject of the others’ ideas;

· are not so flexible;

· are rigid; 

· pride; 

· always try to reach their goals;
· are firmness in decisions
· are not prone to tenderness;

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3) HESITANT LINE:
     People who usually have difficulty following the line to write: 

· find hard to make e decision;

· are doubtful and insecurity;

· are attentive observer;

· have an emotional memory.

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ANALYSIS OF WRITING

1) 
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· The first thing to analyze is the position of the text in relation to the sheet of paper.
In the text you can note that the space from the right margin is bigger than the one from the left one.
             The left margin indicates the connection with the past, while the right
             margin represents the desire to go towards the future and to be independent.
             Since there is more space on the right it means that the writer is closer to his/her

             origins.
· The writer’s letters have a curved form, it follows that he/she is able to adapt to change.
· The writer presses the sheet a lot when he/she writes and since the pressure indicates the vital energy it means that he/she has a big quantity of vital energy, that he/she is a determined person, has a lot of physical strength and is able to make important decisions.
· The writer tends to leave a lot of space between the letters and it means that he/she is generous and helpful, he/she is independent and self-assured but she leaves space for other people anyway;

· Sometimes the letters leans on each other and this is an anxiety symptom typical of the person who likes programming his/her day.

· The person writes with a slant to the left and it follows that she/he has a personality that tends to close in him/herself, to ward off the other and indicates his/her discomfort due to contact with strangers.
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· The first thing to analyze is the position of the text in relation to the sheet of paper.

In the text you can note that the space from the right margin is bigger than the one from the left one, which means he is connect to the past since the leaning on the left margins means it. In addition, the attachment to the left margin also symbolizes the affective dimension of the mother, consequently it is assumed that he is more attached to the mother than to the father.
· Letters "t", "l", "d" which have high auctions, do not seem to soar to much. On the contrary letters like "p", "g" seem slightly more elongated, which is a sign that concreteness dominates him, not the fantasy world and creativity.
· Letters like "v", "n", "m" are very sharp while letters such as "o", "l" "s" have many curvatures. The corner represents the spermatozoon that corresponds to the resistance to change and which thus allows the instinct to survive. The curved letters represent the ovule of the woman and they symbolizes the ability to adapt to change and to new situations.
· The pressure symbolizes the vital energy of a person therefore it is a temperamental sign. He doesn't seem to be pressing much on the paper. Little pressure is called "filiform pressure" and indicates the tendency to lose energy. It is also typical of people who rarely make mistakes and have a low perception threshold.
· The calibre used change, but it may be around 4 mm. This type of calibre is called "large calibre" and it is a sign of declamation. It indicates that the person who writes can communicate through impressions and that his greatest capacity is the one of analysis, that is very social person and that he always needs to have someone around him.
· Some letters are very detached from each other as in the word "filo", "electrode", "dissociated". This characteristic generally indicates that the person has not a good capacity to synthesize but he has great analytical skills.
· The words are not very far apart, which means that the person does not act istintively but he thinks before to act so there is a space between his thought and the action that is performed.
· Some letters are very close to others and it is characteristic of anxious people, who do not like surprises because they destabilize their programs.
· The writing always maintains the line, which means that in order to get to what he wants he chooses a road and goes through it until the end; it is typical of people who are very firm about their ideas.
· The letters hang slightly to the right. This feature is part of very affective people.
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· The first thing to analyze is the position of the text in relation in relation to the sheet of paper.

             In the text you can note that the space from the left margin is the same of the one 
             from the right margin, which means the writer is both linked to the past and has the 
             desire to go towards the future and to be independent.

In addition, the attachment to the left margin also symbolizes the affective dimension of the mother and the right one the affective dimension of the father, consequently it is assumed that she is attached to her mother and to his father at the same way.

· There aren’t letters which extend to the high or to the low dimension so the person is both a concrete person and a one which tend to the fantastic dimension.
· Some letters are curved letters which underline the ability of the writer to accept and to adapt to change and to different and new situation; others are corners letters which highlight the resistance to change and the needs to survive.
· The pressure symbolizes the vital energy of a person. She presses so much on the sheet of paper. Since the pressure indicates the vital energy it means that she has a big quantity of vital energy, she is a determined person, she has a lot of physical strength and she is able to make important decisions.
· The calibre used is a small one. It means the writer has a great ability to synthesize and to summary but she is introvert and loyal and she selects friends. 
· There is a small space between the letters and it means that the person is not generous,
        she keeps things to herself and she is introvert and uncertain.
· The words are not very far from each other, which means that the person does not act istintively but he thinks before to act.
· Some letters leans on others and it is characteristic of anxious people, who do not like surprises because they destabilize their programs;

· She writes with a slant on the left and it follows that she tends to close in herself, she wards off the other and this characteristic indicates his/her discomfort due to contact with strangers.
· Her letters have straight auctions which is a typical feature of people who are determined, who are straight on their way, who are not submit to the others’ will,  who reject of the others’ ideas, who are not so flexible, who are rigid, who are pride, who always try to reach their goals, who are firmness in decisions, who are not prone to tenderness.

· Her writing has letters with parallel auctions which means that she needs a method and that she always do the some things and activity.
