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Nowadays we can say that we are in the age of technology = man is no longer the subject of history. The goal, in an era where the technique is everything, becomes to save the soul.
Technique is different from technology.
Technology: set of tools we work with.
the soul is the psychic dimension, while the technique is something conventional, mathematics ... soul and technique can not live together!
Technique: highest form of rationality achieved by man. That is to obtain the maximum result with the least use of means (effort), it is also above the economy. The technique does not use a language, it prefers numbers.
Instinct: rigid response to stimuli.
Man, unlike animals, does not follow instincts, therefore:
1. does not have a rigid answer
2. Does not have an indicative dimension
The technique according to the "ancient Greek tradition":

In Greek culture, technology distorts nature, which is perceived as the immutable background of the world and is served by man.
-Physosophy of Plato: myth of Zeus
the animal is a rational being because it knows why it is in the world.
The technique recurs to Greek culture, not the Jewish culture:
- Heraclitus philosophy: logos, laws that govern nature.
Prometheus myth: man is an element of nature that follows necessity and therefore laws can change. Nature prevails over the technique.
N.B. Therefore necessity is more powerful than technique.
The technique according to the "Christian tradition":

For the Judaic culture, on the other hand, nature is a will of God, therefore it does not follow necessity. Man dominates nature that is at his service (anthropocentric vision).

The importance of the technique for scientific progress:

From 1600 onwards modern science is born = the human-technical relationship changes.
among the major exponents we find: Descartes, Bacon, Galileo, ... the technique is the soul of science. 
Science looks at the world to transform it and as a direct consequence it formulates laws on nature. For Kant it is the analogue of a court trial.
Hypothesis + experiment = laws the modern scientific method is born (it is able to give an answer to the hypotheses).
Laws, unlike religion, are subject to change. The hypotheses are therefore continuously renewed. It turns out that science is error-free and is continually promoted by the technique.
For Bacon, science serves to obtain redemption from original sin (connection with religion).

The technique in the political and social sphere:

Frederic hegel elaborates two theories:
1. the foundation of wealth is not constituted by goods, but by instruments. The goods are consumed, the instruments produce them (in this case the technique).
2. when a phenomenon increases quantitatively we have a qualitative transformation of the landscape.
Without technique, a purpose becomes a dream; Marx applies it to the economy by stating that money has become an end. The Soviet Union collapsed because it had a technique inferior to that of capitalism. The aim was the universalization of communism or capitalism: those who have a better technique survive. In the language of technology truth is effectiveness, politics knows if and why things are done. Politics looks at the economy and the economy at the technical level. Hierarchy:
1.tecnica
2.economia
3.politica
the technique influences politics and is democratic: from power to those who are competent. This brings out problems that we are not competent ....
Political technique is characterized by rhetoric: from the point of view of irrationality, rhetoric prevails.
Example: those who vote for a person during the elections, most often do so on an irrational basis, only because he has been struck by the ability to talk about the politician (rhetoric) or because he has heard of it, but does not really have a deep knowledge of his intentions and his projects.
The birth of the age of the technique:

the birth of the technical age can not be traced back to a precise date, but it is thought that it is wandering towards the period of the Second World War, with the spread of Nazism. People in these years have become perfect performers, all with a single thought aimed at the technique that has allowed him to distinguish what is really useful from what is not, but who in the meantime have forgotten what is really right ( there is no morality!).

The discussion proposed by Galimberti leaves many questions unanswered that have not yet been answered, such as:
- what have become the values to be inspired by today?
- what makes a human been a man?
- why is the technique so important and how does it influence us?
