PAST = ignorance
PRESENT = research

Hegel presents two theorems of technique:
1. Wealth comes from tools
2. More quantitative → more qualitative
	· Period in which we live = age of technique→ dramatic situation, out of control 
· Dramatic situation, out of control
· Technique ≠ technology 
· Higher rationality of the humans ≠ objects like computer, mobile-phone
· Humans are irrational and indeterminate
· Greek tradition: humans < nature
Currently: humans > nature
Thanks only to the advent of the technique in 1600 (Scientific development/Christian Vision)
· Technique ↔ Science
· Goal’s life no welfare but money
· Technical → economics → politics no "place of decision"
· Age of technique no democracy, morality→change of humanity 
· Science is self-referential, uncontrollable
· technique born with Second World War
→ Nazism basic Model
· no alternative to the technique ↔ lack of thought → humanity = flock
